SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES
March 26, 2018

The meeting opened at 7:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Attendees included Chris Madden, Chairmen of the Selectmen, Margo Santoro, Selectperson, Charles Fosberry, Selectmen, James Coffey, Town Administrator, Harry

Power, Town Compliance Officer and Vickie Williams Alternate Assistant.

Public Attendance included Dean Huber, Randy Weaver Deputy Fire Chief, Brian Michaud, Caption Fire Dept., Angel Nicoletti and Geri Bailey.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00 pm Harry Power, Building Permits

1.   Building Permit for Mark Taylor Tax Map 124 Lot 9 West Shore Circle.  Has Shoreland Permit from the NH DES. Wants to put second floor on house. No more than 2 bedrooms.  APPROVED.

2.  James & Beverly Cardoza Tax Map 123 Lot 9 Champney Road. Staying there with no septic in place. Court Order to remove the trailer by March 16, 2018, they have not done so.  There is a mechanic lien against the property failure to pay for well and septic design $14,000.00.  Town needs to implement the daily fine against the Cardozas’ for failure to comply with the court order, $275.00 per day.  Place a lien on the property. Discuss with lawyer Matt Serge to discuss with the Cardozas’ lawyer. Should the town haul the trailer away for failure to comply.

7:15pm Fire Department Budget Items – Brian Michaud Captain and Randy Weaver Deputy Fire Chief

1.  The want a warrant article for the purchase of a boat for the fire department. At the cost of $37,140.00.  Boat Headquarters is where they want to buy the boat. This company has made many Rescue Boats for Fire & Police Departments throughout NH, VT and NY. The fire department has not had a boat in 2 years.  The previous boats owned each saved lives.  $6,000.00 dollars of the Fire Department money from the association will be used to purchase a pump for the boat, which will be installed by Boat Headquarters.  Pump & Engine  are package deal from Vermont. Boat can hold up to 8 people and 1850lbs, on average 8 230lb people. Backboards will fit on platforms & has storage space in the bow. The Department is getting a $5800.00 deduction from being a municipality, from Mercury, Boat Store and Boat Manufacture. APPROVED ONE DISSENTING VOTE.

2.  Want a separate Warrant Article for the purchase of Lucas Automated CPR Device at the cost of $15,000.00. total cost of device is $13,670.00, ask for the $15,000.00 to also cover the cost of batteries and shipping. APPROVED ONE DISSENTING VOTE.

A point made by Randy Weaver – there is a New Forest Ranger for this District he is meeting with him on Wednesday evening and will pass along the name and information to the board after meeting him.

7:45 Library Data Budget, Geri Bailey

1.   Contract for Phone Service ends on October 27, 2018. They have budgeted for $1,000.00, Last year paid $914.99 for the year. $695.00 which has been used to date. Budget ends in July of 2018. Got a 30% discount on line services. The library has a separate budget for the phone which they pay for with the money allotted. They will need $770.00 dollars for the new contract with Consolidated. Any money left over from the Library budget stays with the Library it is not returned to the General Fund. APPROVED

2.   Internet paid $828.00 last year down to $750.00 for this year. APPROVED

3.   Computer Network In house for Library, using the same company as the town provider. Asked for $2,000.00 the price will be $1,977.52. Need stronger WIFI. Trustees of the Library will be paying for the actual equipment $600.00. Software Account to be set up for $200.00 it will be account #234.  There will be a suggestion box for the Library set up in the vestibule of the Town Hall.  APPROVED.

All of the above were APPROVED including the waiving of the fee for the Cheshire Village at Home use on Wednesday April 19, 2018.

Selectmen Discussed on how Vickie Williams Alternate Assistant was to be paid for doing the minutes of the Selectmen Meeting.  It was APPROVED that she would receive the same hourly wage that she make as the Planning Board Secretary.

OLD BUISNESS:

1.  Matt Serge/Merriewoode Court Hearing set for Friday May 4, 2018 @ 1:30pm. For default hearing. Merriewoode appealed and lost default judgment before. The hearing is for the Judges Ruling, one hour and a half have been set aside for the hearing. Chris Madden and Jim Coffey will attend the hearing. All sewer and septic records from Merriewoode must be submitted to NH DES by April 16, 2018.

2.  Street Light Petition for Geoffrey Jones. Removal of the streetlight on the corner of  Old Antrim Road and Shedd Hill Road. Lights shining in the house. Is there a way we can shield the light some way. Chris will check the light on his way home. They will be checking into this.  Decision put on hold.

3. Follow up on the Order to Highland Lake Marina to remove docks for the Town Property. Letter sent to Highland Lake Marina on November 8, 2017 to remove the docks from  town property. Will put on next Agenda.  Need to talk with David.

4.  Dry Hydrants, McMahon and Stuckey. Stuckey want letter from town saying he does not need a wetland permit to put in dry pump. Property on Scenic Drive. The Fire Chief should be asked for any recommendations he may have. Stuckey will need a wetland permit. Great pond is considered to be 10 acres or more.

5.Review Budget Revenue Projections and discuss sale of tax deeded property. There are 2 parcels on Barrett Pond Road and Wildewood. After July 1, 2018 this property can be legally sold without having to look for an heirs. There was an abutter interested in buying the parcel.   There is also a 2 acre plus lot on Turtle Rock Road. Does this come with beach and dock rights. Will check into.  Abutter septic may be on town land.

Can Receive from $25,000.00 to $35,000.00 in public auction..  Public Auction would take place sometime after July 1, 2018.

6. Cardoza – See Harry Power. There is a Mechanics lien on this property for failure to pay for Well & Septic Design. Lot is encumbered. Was Court ordered for the tailor on this property was to be removed by March 16, 2018. Should get the fine in place and place a lien on the property. Should the town get a hauler to remove the trailer?

7.  Review Proposed Budget and Revenues. Looking at a revenue of $430,750.00 income other than property taxes. Motor Vehicle always does well. With the sale of property deeded to town for unpaid taxes there could be more. 

8. Perambulation, between Stoddard and Sullivan town lines. Looking for the border points. Should be done every 7 years.  Instead of hiring a survey crew.  The Selectmen will walk the border lines.

New Business:

1.  State Bridge Red List Report. The town of Stoddard has no bridges on this report.

2.  Discuss need for package drop off weatherproof box.  Want a box outside the Gould House for the Fed Ex/UPS drivers and others with packages when there is no one there to receive them,  so they are not just leaning up against the building or get lost.  This was APPROVED unanimously.

3.  Proposed telephone service agreement. Consolidated for all telephones (10 in total) excluding the Library. Saving $67.37 a month. Each individual line went from $25.00 per month to $17.50 per month. These lines are for the Fire/Police/Transfer Station/ Town Hall/ Gould House.  Internet would be $48.29 per month.  APPROVED.

MISC CORRESPONDENCE:

1.  Eversource power line work. Helicopters will be used to help do line work construction.

2.  Keene Community Kitchen sent a thank you.

Discussed putting controls on the thermostats for the Town Hall thermostat. People are leaving it on.  This would shut down the controls after either 2 to 4 hours. The cost would be $44.65.  APPROVED all except Charles recused from vote, he will be doing the work.

Discussed May 8, 2018 is Election and on May 15, 2018 is the town meeting.
